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All Theology is Christology.  American Christianity 
has, in large part, been seduced into thinking that 
religion is all about us, all about me, all about the self.  
A consumerism approach to matters of faith in our 
country exacerbates this unhappy trend.   It is not 
breaking news to report that every human being alive 
possesses a healthy dose of ego-centricity.  
Apparently, everyoneôs favorite word to hear is their 
own name.  Many churches have tapped into this 
consumerism approach and intentionally crafted a 
service that, regardless of their protestations 
otherwise, puts the parishioner in the center.  Church 
as spiritual self-help, church as spiritual self-
reflection, church as spiritual self-affirmation ï these 
are the contemporary paradigms for success in todayôs 
spiritual marketplace.  There is a better way.  Check 
that; there is a much better way. 
 
In the Gospel according to John we find these words: 
ñIn Him (the Word made flesh, Jesus) was life, and 
the life was the light of menò (John 1:4).  The eternal 
Son of God, who was made man, who was crucified 
to save all humanity from sin and death, who rose 
again triumphantly from the grave, who ascended to 
the Fatherôs right hand, and who promised to be with 
His church throughout the ages ï He is to be always 
and prominently and spectacularly in the center of the 
churchôs life and practice.  Jesus said: ñI have come 
that they may have life, and have it to the fullò (John 
10:10).  His life is what the church feeds on, not the 
most recent trend that hawks the latest method for 
getting in touch with your spiritual feelings. 
   
Christ Himself engages us with His life through His 
holy Word.  The narrative of Godôs will to save 
humanity through His beloved Son is the content of 
the Scriptures ï from beginning to end.  Jesus said: 
ñThese are the Scriptures which testify about 
Meò (John 5:39).  In Godôs Word we encounter a life 
that goes beyond our own, and through this Word God 
Himself is at work to convey, to deliver, to grant the 
bounty of His Sonôs enduring life.  About this Word 
St. Paul wrote these marvelously applicable words: ñI 

am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of 
God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the 
Jew first and also to the Greek.  For in it the 
righteousness of God is revealed from faith for faith, 
as it is written, óThe righteous shall live by 
faithôò (Romans 1:16-17). 
   
It is almost embarrassing to say, but the church has 
become wayward from her first love.  A concerted 
return to the Lordôs feet by returning to His teaching 
is the corrective for our self-infatuated era.  Listen for 
the words of Jesus in your pastorôs preaching.  Listen 
to see if he is putting Christ in the center of the 
worship of Godôs people, or if something else 
occupies the place of highest honor ï namely us.  
Listen to the music being sung in your church.  Who 
or what does it amplify?  Do the songs mostly speak 
about what God has done for us or what we do for 
Him?  Do you really want to be at the center of your 
faith?  Isnôt there a better way?   
 
Jesus said: ñIf you abide in my word, you are truly my 
disciples and you will know the truth, and the truth 
will set you freeò (John 8:32).  The Crucified has set 
us free from sin, and death, and Satanôs cruel tyranny 
and that freedom is lavished upon us as His blessed 
Word is feasted upon in the worshipping assembly.  
The churchôs first and only love is the King who 
established His kingdom by dying and rising.  The 
churchôs first love is the narrative of His life and the 
rich teaching He continues to give to any and to all in 
Holy Scripture.  May the church ever abide in Him. 
May the church ever abide in His wounds, and His 
words.

The Lord be with you. 
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Bioethics in Lutherôs Small Catechism 
By Ryan C. MacPherson 

May 22, 2018 

 Does the title of this article surprise you? We are 
accustomed to thinking of ñbioethicsò as ñnew,ò 
stemming from ethical questions surrounding the medical 
technology of the 20th and 21st centuries. Lutherôs Small 
Catechism dates back to 1530. How could Lutherôs 
summary of Scripture possibly be relevant to todayôs 
medical breakthroughs? 
 Simple. Luther latched onto timeless truths from 
Godôs Word. Whether or not he personally anticipated 
that his catechism could be applied to bioethics is beside 
the point. Godôs Word is always relevant. 
 Consider the First Commandment, unpacked by 
Luther into these words: ñWe should fear, love, and trust 
in God above all things.ò Intrauterine devices, 
contraceptive drugs, fertility treatments, embryonic stem-
cell research, human cloning, gender transformation 
surgeryðthe list keeps growing, but the issue remains the 
same. First, consider motive: does your choice in these 
matters arise from faith in Godðfrom fear, love, and 
trust in Him above all? Or do you fear pregnancy (or else 
infertility) more than you fear God? Do you love your 
scientific research ambitions more than you love Him? 
Do you trust in your own sense of ñgender identityò 
rather than Godôs design for male and female? 
 Consider the Fifth Commandment, unpacked by 
Luther into these words: ñWe should fear and love God 
so that we do not hurt or harm our neighbor in his body, 
but help and support him in every physical need.ò Now 
talk with your physician about in vitro fertilization: 
fertilizing multiple eggs in the lab, selecting several of 
them to be implanted in the uterus, storing or else 
discarding the rest, knowing that most of the ones that get 
implanted will not survive, hoping that one will, worried 
that three mightðtriplets can be difficult, right? Now ask 
yourself whether this procedure defends and supports the 
life of each child, yes, from the moment of conception 
onward. 
 Or what about the Fourth Commandment in 
relation to Holy Baptism? In the Large Catechism, 
Luther identifies the reason that children ought to honor 
and obey their parents: God has given them parents in 
order to bless them through the spiritual and physical care 
that God expects parents to provide to their children. 
Bringing oneôs children to Holy Baptism is an essential 
component of Christian parenthood. Now ask yourself 
how this applies to children who have been intentionally 
conceived and then discarded, or frozen in storage 
indefinitely, as part of the process of bringing a selected 
sibling of those children into the world. Is it right to 
baptize the selected one but cut Christian parenthood 
short with respect to the others? 
 Consider the Sixth Commandment and the 
numerous study questions and Bible passages provided in 
the synodical exposition to Lutherôs Catechism. Read 
Genesis 1:28, Psalms 127 and 128, and Malachi 2:15. 
Now ask yourself whether God desires that husband and 

wife should remain open to His blessing of children, or 
whether God regards children as choices to be welcomed 
only when the situation is convenient by human 
standards. You know that the world has spoken loudly 
and clearly as to its position on this issue. Can you also 
hear that still, quiet voice of God? When you fear, do you 
turn to the worldôs strategy for consolation, or do you 
remember the First Article and the Fourth Petition? 
God richly and daily provides, and He invites you to 
receive your daily bread with thanksgiving. 
 Consider Confession, unpacked by Luther into these 
words: ñBefore God we should plead guilty of all sins, 
even those we are not aware of.ò Perhaps in 
contemplating the questions provided above, you still do 
not know right from wrong. Perhaps your conscience is 
unsettled about prior decisions or confused about 
forthcoming decisions. Frankly, the remedy is not for you 
to get your bioethics checklist just right; checklists are for 
Pharisees, who think they can figure out the right 
standard and then follow it perfectly. You are too broken 
for that, and God knows it. 
 When all else fails (and all else will fail!), consider 
Absolution. The point of absolution is that God forgives 
those sins which we confess specifically and also those 
sins which we arenôt even sure we need to confess. Lean 
not on your ability to confess but on His promise to 
forgive. Come to Jesus with the sincerity of your doubt: 
ñLord, Iôve sinned against You in ways that I know and 
in ways that I donôt know. O Christ, I rely on nothing 
other than Your promise to forgive.ò 
 Now ask yourself one more question: Do you still 
think it odd to speak of ñBioethics in Lutherôs Small 
Catechismò? Or, do you realize now that Lutherôs 
summary of Holy Scripture provides a framework for 
addressing all kinds of challenging topics? Luther, like 
John the Baptist before him, simply pointed to Christ.

We 
are grateful to the Waller and Prill families and to Mrs.
