Dearly beloved of Christ the King, 
The Lord be with you. 
 
All Saintsô Day is a major festival of the church which is 
anchored to November 1st.  In old English, the title of the 
feast day is ñAll Hallowsò which is a reference to the fact 
that believers in Christ, by virtue of His righteousness, are 
holy.  Every believer is a saint.  St. Paul addresses his 
letter to the Romans this way: ñTo all those in Rome who 
are loved by God and called to be saintsò (Romans 1:7).  

The word ñsaintsò is agioiV in the Greek text (hagios) and 
it also can be translated ñholy.ò  Believers are holy.  In 
Paulôs letters, ñsaintsò is always in the plural.  It is a 
reference to who have been declared holy because of 
Christôs saving work, i.e., the community of believers that 
God calls and sets apart by faith (Lutheran Study Bible).   
 
All Saintsô Day had its beginning in Syria circa 360.  
Thatôs a long time ago.  During the time when Gregory IV 
was the Bishop of Rome (827-844) he appointed the Feast 
Day to be observed on November 1st and that has been the 
case ever since.  Our custom in the Lutheran Church is to 
remember those who have finished the race, believers in 
our congregations who have died in the faith and have 
come home.  It is also true that we are part of the 
communion of the saints.  There is one body of believers, 
whether we are in heaven or on earth.  To be sure, we have 
not yet finished our race but there is unity between our 
brothers and sisters who have preceded us in death and we 
who still labor on earth.  We will join them.  We worship 
the same Triune God.  It is God who establishes this unity 
as we say in the liturgy: ñwith angels and archangels and 
with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify 
Your glorious name, evermore praising You and saying: 

óHoly, holy, holyé (agioiV, agioiV, agioiV -- Isaiah 6:3 in 
the LXX [OT Hebrew translated into Greek]). 
 
Though you are a saint now, you are not home yet.  As 
Robert Frost wrote in his timeless poem;  
 The woods are lovely, dark and deep. 
 But I have promises to keep, 
 And miles to go before I sleep, 
 And miles to go before I sleep.  (Stopping by Woods 
 on a Snowy Evening) 
God gives you a look at your future.  You are blessed to 
receive such a vision.  In our All Saintsô Day service 
(observed on November 7th this year), the names of those 
of our company who have died in the faith will be read.  I 
will recite their names and a chime will sound.  For some, 
the sound will be quite painful.  Loss is painful.  We read 

the names of our beloved dead and we pair it with the 
epistle reading from the book of Revelation (7:2-17).  That 
is our future.  The reading from Revelation is a vivid 
reminder of our true home.  As the chime drifts after each 
name, our minds fly to them being home, being supremely 
themselves, perfect and holy and home.   
 
Christ is there ï at home, in heaven, having prepared a 
place for you.  On His throne, Christ is there with His life, 
with His love, with His church.  It is a good thing for you 
to be familiar with your future.  This world is problematic.  
Traps and snares and distractions and cares and toil and 
hardship and pain and adversity; this world is problematic.  
We endeavor to make our world better and that is good, 
but only Christ has the answer.  Death and resurrection is 
the only genuine answer.  Our future breaks into the here 
and now as we commune with Christ, as we receive His 
eternal gifts, as we praise His name and are elevated above 
the muck and mire of this broken creation.  Christ, the 
Holy One, is with us.  He prepared His church (the One, 
Holy, Christian and Apostolic Church and Christ the King 
Lutheran Church in particular) for us to take shelter in as 
we make our way home.  His Word makes our spirit 
buoyant.  His body and blood makes our hearts charitable 
and full of grace.  We have miles to go before we sleep 
and we will endeavor to make them Christian miles, full of 
love and gratitude and awareness of His presence.  We 
have miles to go before we sleep, but we will come home, 
and Christ will be there.  
 
All Saintsô Day is a beautiful dose of Christian reality.  
This year it will shine with uncommon glory and joy and 
hope for us all.

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Dear People of the LCMS,  

 

We live in disturbing times. Jesusõ words on the night of His betrayal are ever true: òI have said these things to you, that 

in me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation. But take heart; I have over come the worldó (John 

16:33).  

 

The resources that follow this note are mostly self-explanatory, but I want to make a few somewhat personal remarks to 

you before you read on. This COVID-19 pandemic has challenged the world, as well as us as Christians individually and 

corporately as a Synod. LCMS individuals, congregations and districts have taken different attitudes and approaches to the 

challenge. This is due to a variety of factors: the intensity of the disease; cultural and political contexts; and our own 

varying views on the medical, social, political and ñ to some extent ñ religious issues involved. Government intrusion 

into churches through various regulations ñ attempted by states and municipalities across the nation ñ has even 

resulted in attempts to regulate our sacred practice of Holy Communion (the holy of holies where government has no 

place). This has been troubling. In many cases, we have seen governments treating churches unfairly, even closing 

churches while leaving theaters or clubs open. Local and state governments have taken advantage of COVID-19 to push 

regulations into our parochial schools, where such state regulation has not existed before. I, for one, am deeply 

concerned about increasing government overreach into areas of the First Amendment. òWe must obey God rather than 

menó (Acts 5:29). And I aim to resist this increasing encroachment wherever and whenever I can.  

 

The vaccine issue is challenging from a legal perspective. Those most interested have deep personal, medical and religious 

concerns about government mandates. Unfortunately, constitutional case law has for a century upheld the governmentõs 

ability to mandate vaccinations. Some legal experts have not wanted to challenge this because of what appears to be an 

impossibility of legal success. Expected presidential mandates that force companies and nonprofits to release or terminate 

unvaccinated employees will be challenged legally from various directions. I believe ñ and so do others ñ that such 

mandates for churches violate the òfree exerciseó clause of the First Amendment, because they would force the 

termination of pastors and called workers in larger church institutions who refuse vaccination. Our military chaplains are 

increasingly pressured by the LGBTQ agenda of the U.S. military. In addition, those chaplains who have conscientious 

objections to the vaccine mandate are now faced with the question of continuing to serve or leaving the military. Thus 

far, free speech protections still remain, thank God.  

 

The LCMS has no official position on vaccines in general or the COVID-19 vaccines in particular. We are not òanti-

vaxxers.ó Iõd venture that the majority of LCMS clergy are vaccinated. I am. Iõve been saddened many times at the loss of 

personal friends, including a number of pastors. I know that the majority of those hospitalized are unvaccinated. I know 

that the death rate for COVID-19 increases dramatically for those unvaccinated. But still, death occurs mainly among 

those with other health conditions. I also know that the risk of death overall is very small. I know that healthy young 

people rarely die, and that for the vast majority the symptoms are fairly insignificant. My two sons and their spouses have 

all had COVID-19. Thankfully, they recovered well. Many have not been so fortunate.  

 

As the following resources note, the vaccines, in various ways (development or testing), made use of stem cells from 

aborted babies. This is limited to two lines from two babies from 36 and 48 years ago. I was able to obtain the vaccine 

that is less morally problematic, but it is still problematic. I was present in the White House when President George W. 

Bush limited research to such lines and ensured that no others would be taken from later or current abortions. We gave 

thanks for that. But this remains an ethical quandary that has to be judged by each Christian conscience. I respect that. So 

does your church. And we want to be as helpful as we can. Please give charitable attention to these documents.  

 

òNow may the God of peace himself sanctify you completely, and may your whole spirit and soul and body be kept 

blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christó (1 Thess. 5:23).

Hello, from Roger Loewecke elder at 
CTK for the past few years. I have 
been a Lutheran most of my life. I 
came into this world a year or two 
before WWII had ended. I was born 
in St. Lukeôs Lutheran Hospital, 
Racine, Wisconsin. I am the fourth of 
six children of Harold & Irene 
Loewecke .  
 We had milk delivered to our 
house by a horse drawn truck. I fed 
the horse a couple of times with 
momôs and the milkmanôs 
permission. The horse liked apples. 
You had to hold the apple just right in the palm of your 
hand; flat to accommodate his lips. We were members of 
Villa Street Lutheran Church, which had an early service 
in German, which my dad liked to attend. The Villa Street 
Church ñFirst Evangelical Lutheran Churchò was part of 
the Wisconsin Synod and the school that we attended. I 
attended St. Johnôs Lutheran Church School for grades 1, 2 
and 3. My third grade teacher Mrs. Kruger was very strict. 
She would make sure we attended church every Sunday. 
 In the early 50ôs my father had severe sinus headaches. 
His doctor recommended that he move to a dry climate. So 
in June 1952 we moved to Colorado Springs, Colorado, a 
tourist town. That is where we resided for the next ten 
years. We joined Mount Olive Lutheran Church, a 
mission, where my younger brother and I were confirmed 
by Pastor Krenke. We continued to attend Mount Olive 
Church through high school. 

I moved to Long Beach, California, a year 
after graduating from high school to attend 
Long Beach City College for a semester. I 
joined the USMC ï Reserves. After a year 
of active duty, I returned to civilian life and 
moved to Fullerton. Working at Hughes 
Aircraft Company, I met the love of my life. 
We married in Westchester Christian 
Church. We found common grounds in 
Christianity and attended King of Kings 
Lutheran Church in Garden Grove. Rev. 
Joel Gerlach was our Pastor. We would 
attend church with my parents and Aunt 
Gerdie and go to lunch afterward. After five 

years of marriage we had a son and daughter. I then had a 
job opportunity business venture in Tulsa, Oklahoma. We 
lived 18 miles from there in a town called Collinsville. We 
joined Faith Lutheran Church [LCMS] in Owasso, 
Oklahoma with Pastor Diekelman residing. Our son was 
confirmed there. We returned to California in 1984 and 
moved to Redlands. We went to Bethel Reformed Church 
for about a year, mainly for my daughter, so she could join 
the youth group.  
 Finally, after the kids graduated from college and a 
divorce,s I found a new home in Christ the King Church. 
I was blessed by an ad hoc committee that wanted me to 
become an Elder. The Lord God has Blessed me in many 
ways.
